KCS started 2026 with a BANG! Getting back into the swing of things, KCS was well
represented by 46 competitive swimmers at the 2026 KAJ Snowfest Invitational in Kelowna, BC
January 23rd to 25th, 2026.

In total KCS swimmers won 26 individual medals (9 Gold, 10 Silver & 7 Bronze), achieved 272
personal best times, 103 North & Interior Divisional LCM time standards and 13 Provincial
Championship time standards!

Provincial history was made when KCS swimmer Mia Wittal (12) became the current Provincial
Record holder in the girls 11-12 y/o 50 meter butterfly LCM with a time of 28.67!!! It was an
electric moment on the pool deck in which KCS swimmers, coaches and parents rallied behind
Mia’s achievement! Fantastic swim Mia!
