● Able to achieve minimum coaching certification ( see below)
● Able to commit to 1-2 workouts/wk

Volunteer Coach Certification Requirements:
● While initially there are no requirements to be a volunteer coach, SKSC encourages individuals to acquire

certifications ASAP that facilitate the coaching / learn to swim environment further.  This may include
anyone of the following

● NCCP community sport coach
● NCCP Level one
● WSI
● YMCA assistant swim instructor
● Swim Academy instructor training
● Other certifications that may complement such position
